Publishing Flash

Things that lead to higher file size: bitmaps, video clips, sounds, multiple areas of simultaneous animation, embedded fonts, gradients and separate graphics elements (instead of symbols and groups)

To test movie playback: generate swf file; go to View menu > Download Settings and select speed you want to test

Go to View menu > Bandwidth Profiler

File > Publish Setting
Click the Formats button

Choose which formats you want to generate. For web, choose Flash and HTML. For CD, choose Macintosh projector and Windows Projector (= self playing movie)

To publish the files: File menu > Publish

To preview: File > Publish Preview

Flash Player settings:

File > Publish Setting

Click the Flash button

Check the Compress movie

Change Load Order to Top down

You can check Generate size report to see the amount of data by frame

Select Protect from Import

HTML Settings:

Click on HTML Button

For Blackboard webpage hosting,

1. Logon CityU's e-Portal
2. Click on the tag-page "Content Collection" [The default page will be: "My Content"]
3. Create a new folder to contain your web pages [This folder is essential because the blackground system retricts public access. You have to create a public folder like this one to grant public access privilege, so that it works like a typical web site to let visitors browse the content within]
4. Click on the "Permissions" icon of that new folder to change the permission to "Public" access
5. Click on the "Modify" option for that new folder to check the actual URL of this folder
